Meaning of Praying in Spirit According to John Gillls commentary, prayer, lwhen performed aright, is performed lin the Spiritl; with the heart, soul, and spirit engaged in it.
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Praying in the Spirit means that the Spirit empowers the prayer and carries it to the Father in the name of Jesus. The prayer has a living quality characterized by warmth and freedom and a sense of exchange. We realize that we are in Godls presence speaking to God.
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This isnllt always [praying in the Spiritl, because it is the Spiritlls steady ministry to convict us of our sin, to attract attention to the Savior and to glorify him (John 16:eight-11, 14). Sometimes we spend time in prayer, however the wonderful issues of the Lordls Prayer are mainly or totally absent from what wellve to mention.
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Praying in the Spirit is praying according to the Spiritlls leading. It is praying for things the Spirit leads us to pray for. Romans 8:26 tells us, [In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groans that words cannot express.[l
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Praying in the Spirit is the biblical teaching of prayer with both emotion and intellect with complete dependence upon the Spirit of God to help pray appropriately to God the Father through Jesus the Son of God. When we pray in accordance with God's Spirit we can pray according to God's will and be confident of His perfect answer to our requests.
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Praying in the Spirit does not refer to speaking in tongues or any other charismatic experience. It simply means to pray according to Godlls Word and according to his promptings. Jude also commands us to do this in Jude 1:20. He says, IBut you, dear friends, build yourselves up in your most holy faith and pray in the Holy Spirit.[
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Singing and praying with our spirit implies using the gift of tongues. This can help release the mysteries of God and ignite our hearts with passion for Him. Praying in the spirit is powerful and enjoyable. However, many people misunderstand the purpose of the gift of tongues and the scriptures that describe it.
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Praying with a purpose keeps the main thing the main thing, and that is an open line of communication with God daily. Praying with a purpose focuses on God rather than on the prayer needs being sent it up. Each prayer prayed is directed to God in a way that honors him and enables him to act on behalf of the needs being lifted. Pray with Passion
