Genesis 1 / Hebrew - English Bible / Mechon-Mamre

Genesis 1:1–13 describes the first three days of creation. These follow a common pattern. First, God

speaks, then He creates, then names His creation, then declares that creation ''good.''. Finally, the

day is numbered. Each of these first three days prepares creation for what God will create in the second

three days.
