Witchcraft comes in many different traditions, styles, paths and organizational structures. This is true for any group of people
who wish to express their divinity through ritual practice. What you won’ t find in Witchcraft is one dogma or absolute rule of
how to practice the craft of the wise.

Witchcraft (or witchery) is the practice of magical skills, spells, and abilities. Witchcraft is a broad term that varies culturally
and societally, and thus can be difficult to define with precision.
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- Witchcraft is a practice while Wicca is the religion meaning they are different - The Devil/Satan is necessarily NOT
worshipped by witches, Satan is mainly a christian belief - Witchcraft is associated with things such as Crystals, Mythology,
Astrology, Tarot cards, Numerology, Nature, self care, and much more.

Witchcraft gets a bad reputation, often associated with black magic, blood rituals, human sacrifices, and hexes. But it’ s a pretty
broad term for beliefs that vary all over the world. There are pagans, Wiccans, Satanists, spiritualists, and everything in
between, and many of the people associated with those beliefs are considered witches.

Wicca, also called Witchcraft or The Craft, is a Pagan religion which emerged in Britain in the early 20th century. Based on
‘ pre-Christian traditions,” it was popularized by a retired British...

Wicca (English: / O w0 kO /), also termed Pagan Witchcraft, is a modern Pagan religion. Scholars of religion categorise it as
both a new religious movement and as part of the occultist stream of Western esotericism.
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Witchcraft is an important theme in Elizabethan England, legal accounts of witchcraft are abundant, the church saw it as a major
problem and devoted a fair bit of energy towards it and both popular and more intellectual writings and plays deal with it
repeatedly. It is however also a subject, which carries a lot of modern myths.
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Wicca is a type of witchcraft that blends the practice with spiritual beliefs. It is much more of an organized belief system than
other forms of witchcraft are, though still not as organized as Abrahamic religions. Wiccans generally follow the Wheel of the
Year, the Wiccan Rede, and believe in the Three Fold Law.
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Witchcraft may be practiced as an isolated spiritual activity independent of a traditional religion, yet it may also be one aspect
within a traditional religion as well. Examples of the latter may be voodoo, Wicca, and Rastafarian, but it depends on the
practitioner. The purpose of witchcraft depends on the individual practitioner.
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Witchcraft, traditionally, the exercise or invocation of alleged supernatural powers to control people or events, practices
typically involving sorcery or magic.

We often read about laws against witchcraft—the Salem trials were perhaps the best known, but there were many others. Even
today, there are laws in some parts of the world against the practice of witchcraft. In some countries, it's even punishable by
death. But what about in the United States?
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In Wicca, covens are small communities of witches who work together to master the practice of peaceful magic and ritual.
Wiccans practice ceremonial magic, share ritual meals, and communicate with female goddesses. Although they call themselves
“ witches,” they reject the negative stigma that ties witches to Satanism and dark arts.
